7. (0:18-0:24) Old Business:  

a. Playground update: No New information. 

b. Safety Fence Around Playground: Should be a wooden picket fence instead of a chain link fence. Comm Izumida would volunteer to build it to save on labor costs but would need help cutting holes in the concrete. Would like to sell paper flowers as a Valentines Day Fund Raiser to raise funds for it. 

c. Stairs/Walkway at Battlerock: First step to obtain permission to work on them would be to contact the tribes. No matter what we do, its going to need maintenance in the long term, the area is an erosion zone.

a. Wetlands walkway: We do not have a timeline to repair it at this time. Even though we are getting citizen volunteers, since it is City Property, it has to be done by a licensed and bonded contractor. It might be better to remove entirely instead of repairing and maintaining it.

This time, fruit will be stored at Café 2.0, we will also allow people from out of town to sponsor a box that will be donated to the food bank.
